The day is widely observed in countries with strong
Buddhist traditions, including Japan, China, Vietnam, Thailand, Sri
Lanka, Myanmar, and Tibet, as well as by Buddhist communities in
the UK, the US, Canada, and Australia. Observances often include
meditation, chanting, temple visits, and readings from the
Parinirvana Sutra, which describes the Buddha’s final moments.
Many also engage in acts of kindness and charity, honoring the
Buddha’s teachings on compassion and detachment from suffering.
